Bentonville Battlefield Buck Dunn Memorial Internship 2013
What: 2013 will be the third year of the annual Buck Dunn Memorial Internship Program at Bentonville Battlefield. The internship honors Mr. Buck Dunn, a lifelong supporter of Bentonville Battlefield, and is designed to give interested college students experience in the public history field. 

Where: Bentonville Battlefield State Historic Site in southeastern Johnston County near Newton Grove, NC. 
When:  May 21st, 2013 through the week of August 10th, 2013. Schedule will be 9:30-5:00, Tuesday-Saturday. 
Who: Applicants should be a graduate student, a rising senior, or a rising junior, majoring in public history, history, museum studies, or a related field.  

Pay: $9.25 per hour and will work 35 hours per week for 12 weeks (420 total hours). Housing is not provided. 
Application Deadline:  Applications must be received at Bentonville Battlefield by Friday March 1st, 2013. On site interviews will be conducted during the second week of March. The selected intern will be notified by the end of March. 
Project Proposal: Archives and Research Internship. 
Project Objective:  To continue the cataloging of site research files, converting them into searchable PDF documents. 
Project Outline:  Upon the completion of Last Stand in the Carolina’s: the Battle of Bentonville, Dr. Mark Bradley donated his research files to Bentonville Battlefield. Many of these documents are copies of primary resources, while the remainder constitutes copies of books and journal articles about the battle. Historians often come to Bentonville to use these files, but unfortunately there is no general index. The files will be digitized into searchable PDF documents for ease of use by Bentonville staff members and other historians.    
Final Product or Anticipated Outcome:  This is a multi-year project that was begun in 2011 with the digitization of site photographs. This year’s intern will begin the digitization of the Bradley files (possibly in conjunction with an additional intern from the YAIO program). 
Additional Duties and Tasks:  In addition to the project, half of the intern’s time will be spent giving tours of the Harper House, greeting and providing orientation to visitors, and meeting all other visitor services requirements.  The intern may also be required to assist with special events that occur during the course of the internship.  This should give the prospective intern “real life” public history experience juggling visitor services with administrative tasks.
